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1. 0  Abstract  
 

The ñwww Research Projectò is about, discovering by on line research details of 
ships, on the MADU data base of wrecks of North Wale s, the circumstances of 

their loss, details of the owners and crew, the cargo carried and their history.  The 
Borrowdale was built by James Lai ng and Company in Deptford, Sunderland in 

1891. The Borrowdale was a screw steamer used as a collier (coal ship) except 
for a journey to East Africa carrying gunboats for the Admiralty. The Borrowdale 

was subject to three Board of Trade enquiries during it s short life, the last into its 
disappearance  at sea in 1915. Borrowdale mainly traded between Newcastle or 

Cardiff  or Scotland  and London carrying about 1400 tons of coal each journey but 
it did also deliver coal to Europe.  The Borrowdale disappeared in 1915 on a 

voyage from Cardiff to Granville, Normandy, France carrying coal and was 

thought to have foundered due to severe weather with the loss of all 13 crew.  
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3.0  Introduction  

I started researching this ship because it was involved in the collision that sank 

the previous ship I was researching, the Alice Bannister. It was also a steam ship 

and I had only researched one steamer previously.  

The B orrowdale was a single screw steam ship with a triple expansion engine, 

with two boilers that were reduced to one in 1903, when they were replaced. It 

was then fitted with a donkey boiler. Its Length  was 216ft 5  ins , Beam 31ft  0 

ins , Draught  15ft 0  ins , an d it was registered in Sunderland.  

Borrowdale was built by James Laing and Company at Deptford, Sunderland and 

James Laing was the first owner. The ownership had changed a number of times 

and by the time of its loss in 1915 , when  23 different persons h eld  the 64 shares 

in the vessel .  

The Borrowdale was used mainly as a collier carrying coal from the North east of 

England, Eastern Scotland and South Wales to London and Europe. It did make 

one voyage carrying gun boats for the British Government to east Afri ca and 

made headlines by being stranded near Zanzibar during the journey. It did carry 

some return cargoôs of timber, iron ore and on one recorded occasion fruit, 

usually returned in water ballast.  

It was subject to three BOT enquiries;  

1. Due to the collision resulting in the loss of the schooner Alice Bannister and 

the death of its mate.  The second mate on the Borrowdale had his masters 

certificate suspended, when he was found at fault.  

2. Due to its stranding on Whitby Rocks in fog . The master and c hief officer were 

cautioned  for failing to make good the courses set and use the lead.  

3. Due to its disappearance on its final voyage from to Cardiff to Granville, 

Normandy carrying coal.  

It had been chartered by the French Government to deliver a number of loads of 

coal from Cardiff to Granville and before its second voyage the crew from 

Newcastle decided all to take a holiday in Cardiff. The master was not able to 

recruit a full replacement crew and sailed short handed to France. The vessel was 

not seen again after the pilot left after the departure from Cardiff.  

The BOT held an enquiry into its supposed loss and the Inspector found that it 

had foundered in severe weather probably after some mechanical problem. A 

bottle washed up in Lincolnshire reported from the vessel claiming it had hit a 

mine or been torpedoed was discounted as the weather and tides would have 
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carried anything floating to France. There were no reports of enemy activity or 

mine  fields in the area then or since.  

The Borrowdale was involv ed in a number of collisions in addition to the ones 

investigated by the BOT, stranded a number of times and required repairs as a 

result.  

I found no other reports on the Borrowdale and since its wreck site is unknown, 

no record of any salvage.  
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4.0  Background  

When I started this research I knew that Borrowdale was a steamer that was in 

collision with the schooner Alice Bannister 10 miles off Bardsey Island in North 

Wales and the mate of the schooner drowned. A BOT enquiry was held and the 

second mate of the Borrowdale was found to be responsible by not keeping a 

proper lookout.

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5.0  Research Methodology   

I used a Microsoft Pixel laptop with access to my home internet running windows 10 

operating system. I also used my Apple I pad for research when I was away from the 

laptop and to assist in transcribing reports from the British newsp aper archives.  The new 

internet provider has now connected my home by a fibre connection so it is very much 

faster than the maximum of 18mb sometimes achieved.  

 

I searched British Newspaper Archive for òBorrowdaleò for the sailings, arrivals 

and events inv olving the Borrowdale and found numerous matches  from 1891 to 

1916. I also searched 1890 as Borrowdale was launched that year but not 

completed until 1891 and found a match.  

I searched Welsh Newspapers on line for òBorrowdaleò for the sailings, arrivals 

and events involving the Borrowdale and found numerous matches  from 1891 to 

1916  

I searched  crewlist project for òBorrowdaleò looking for crew lists, appropriation 

book entry ôs, ports of registration and found a match . I followed the link to the 

National Archives for the register for Borrowdale and found a match but it is not 

available on line, the reference is BT 110/257/28. I followed the link to the 

Maritime History Archive in Canada and they hold most crew lists from  1891 to 

1915 but they are not available on line. I followed the link to the National 

archives may hold crew lists for 6 years  but they are not available on line. I 

followed the link to the  Plimsoll project at Southampton library and found three 

matches fo r Board of Trade ( BOT)  enquiry reports.  

I searched  Mercantile Navy List (MNL)  for òBorrowdaleò looking for owners, ports 

of registration, dimensions of the ship and found a match . The National Archives 

hold the record of registry Ref.  BT 110/257/28  but it is not available on line.  

  

I searched  Lloydôs Register of Shipping (L.R.) for òBorrowdaleò looking for, 

masters, owners, ports of registration, dimensions of the ship , surveys, repairs  

and found a no match es. The records for steam vessels are not available on line 

for the period 1891 until 1915 when she was lost  

I searched the 1915 crewlists project and found a match but it had been taken 

from the BOT enquiry report  and not a crew list, which was lost with the ship.  

I searched  on line for the names  of Ports that were unfamiliar and made an 

appendix of them and their major exports where known.  
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I searched Coflein for any details of the ship with no match.  

I searched  James Laing and company on line and found  Grace's Guide to British 

Industrial History  with a match , also the National Archives with a match but the 

building plans of ships only exist from 1921.  I also found Wrecksite EU with a list 

of ships  built.  

I searched  masters certificate records and found that Ancestry  holds them b ut is 

a pay to view site.  It is not possible to see what they hold, only what could be in 

the records.  

I searched Thomas Angus, Alfred Lavender and James Laing in the British 

Newspaper Archives  and found some matches.  

I searched on line for details of Dunston Staithes and found it still existed.  

I searched on line for  details of unloading colliers at London and found some 

matches.  

I searched  ñ Borrowdale of Sunderlandò and found a thread on the ñgreatwarò 

forum from a great nephew of Samuel Alfred Milne r lost on the Bor row dale.

having aggregate of 2.2701 gross tons, which places him fourth on the list. Last 

year Mr Laing held the second place with 11 vessels, which included the gigantic 

Mombasa, having a total tonnage of 29,160, or decrease of two vessels and 

6,459  tons. The average of each ship launched is large, namely, 2,522 tons. Mr 

Laing launched his first vessel on February 22nd. The last ship launched was the 

Borrowdale, on November 27th. The Per ou, put off the stocks in February, is a 

spar -decked steamer 340 feet long, built to the order of the Compagnie Maritime 

du Pacifique, of Havre. The vessel is rigged as a three -masted schooner. Her 

'tween decks are fitted for emigrants. The other vessels l aunched from the same 

yard are characterised by the best workmanship, a nd may said that although the 

output shows a decrease, the reputation of the firm remains as high as ever.

OFFICIAL INQUIRY. T HE STRANDING O F THE BORROWDALE An inquiry, ordered 

by the Board of Trade, into the circumstances attending the strandi ng of the 

steamship Borrowdale was held in the Board - room of the Sunderland School 

Board on Aug. 2 and  3, before Mr. T. W. Doxford and Dr.Waterston, justices of 

the pea ce, and Captain Cas tl e and Captain Bain,  nautical assessors. Mr. Burton 

conducted the inquiry on behalf of the Board of Trade, Mr. N. T. Davidson 

represented the owners, and Mr. W. M. Roche appeared for the captain, Peter 

Rutter.  

 Mr. Barton, in stating th e facts, said that the Borrowdale was a Sunderland 

steamer, and stranded on or near Whitby Rock on the 1st  of July. She was built 

of steel, at Sunderland, in 1891, and her net tonnage was 682 tons. Mr. James 

Laing, of Sunderland, was the owner, and the Managing owner was Mr. T. W. 

Searle, of Bi shop sgate -street, London. The vessel left D unsto n-on- the -Tyne 

about 8  30 p.m. on the 30th of June last, in charge of a pilot. Almost immediately 

after leaving the Tyne Piers she ran into a  dense fog, which continued u ntil the 

time of the stranding, about 8 o'clock the next morning. When the captain left 

the piers he seemed to have made a coarse of three mi les straight out, and then 

to have set a course which was continued from 12 30 up to the time of stranding. 

Shortly  before the ship stranded the chief mate, who was in charge on deck at 

the time, heard a bell, and he starboarded the helm and called the captain, who 

had not been on the bridges since 5 o'clock that morning, and who was in the 

chart - room below at the time . The vessel came round a certain number of points 

under her starboard helm, and then took the ground. It was just about low water 

at the time, and on the rise of the tide, with the assistance of a kedge anchor 

and her  own engines, the vessel came off, aft er having been on the rock an hour. 

She proceeded to London, where she discharged her cargo of coals. The vessel 

sustained damage, and was docked when she came back to the Tyne. A number 

of plates were taken out and straightened, some new plates were put i n, and 

certain floors had to be replaced. He should have to submit the usual que stions 

as to navigation, but the one particular point in the case was that the lead was 

not used at any time, although the fog was very dense. The vessel seemed to 

have gone at a slow speed nearly the whole of the time.  

 Peter Rutter, the master of the vessel at the time of the accident, in his evidence 

said that from 12 15 he was on the bridge till 3  in  the morning. He was on again 

at 5 o'clock, but went down below again  immediately, and remained until called 

by the chief mate just before the stranding. The lead was never used. When he 

went so far off the land and set his course he did not make any allowance for tide 
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and currents. The course ought to have taken him 4 mile s outside of Whitby 

Rock. He attributed the ship getting so far in to the frequent porting of the helm 

to keep clear of ships going north. In answer to Mr. Roche, witness said that at 

five o'clock he meant to have come on the bridge again immediately, but fell 

asleep in the chart room. He had been continuously on the bridge on the voyage 

from London owing to fog, and the ship was away from the Tyne again in less 

than 12 hours.  

 Daniel A damson  Clarke, the chief officer, gave evidence showing that when the 

vessel struck , her head was 13 points from her course. He explained this by his 

having put the helm a -starboard on hearing the bell on Whitby Rock, and then 

hard a -starboard a minute or two afterwards. The Court, in its judgment, found 

that the master was ju st ified in proceeding on his voyage when the fog came on 

after leaving the Tyne on June 30, that his cours es were proper, but were not 

made go od. and that the neglect of the use of the lead was not justified. The 

cause of the casualty was the failure to ma ke the courses and the non -use of the 

lead, and the Court found the master and chief mate in default. Taking into 

consideration  their previous good character, and their conduct after the 

stranding, the Court did not deal with either of their certificates, but cautioned 

them to be more careful as to the use of the lead in future. The chairman, 

addressing the captain, said there had been many cases in which captains from 

over confidence had neglected the use of the lead. Had he cast the lead on this 

occasion he would no doubt have prevented the casualty. For hie sake and that 

of other captains the Court administered this warning.

CARDIFF COLLIERY COMPANY'S ACTION. THOMAS AND OTHERS V. WILLCOCKS

This action, which was partly heard on Tuesday a nd which was to recover the 

sum of £162 12s 8d under a contrac t  to supply the defendants with a quantity of 

coal, and in which the defendants counter  claimed for £70 odd, was resumed. Mr 
Brynmor Jones. Q.C., M.P., and Mr Rhys Williams appeared for th e plaintiffs, and 

Mr Abel Thomas, Q.C., M.P., and Mr S. T. Evans, M.P ., represented the 
defendants. Mr Brynmor Jones proceeded to address the jury for the defendants 

so far as the outside contract was concerned, the portion of the plaintiffs' claim 
so far as it related to the sum of £130 8 3d not being in dispute. H e urged that 

plaintiffs hav ing agreed to the favoured nations clause, the defendants should be 
debited wit h 10 s per ton, less 2½ per cent., and 10 s 3d per ton for the coals 

shipped on board the S.S. Nador. That meant a sum of £32 4s 5d, which was 
near the amount w ith th e other sum he had mentioned that the plaintiffs sought 

to recover. Mr Abel Thomas, for the plaintiffs, contended that to say that the 
plaintiffs agreed to sell their coal onò the most favoured nations clause," the 

lowest price obtained during the mo nth of shipment, was ridiculous and all in 
favour of the defendants. On the con t rary th e meaning of the correspondence 

was that the defendants had been put o n the most favoured market terms. His 

Lordship, in summing up, said he had no doubt the jury were i mbued with a 
burning desir e to give their decision after having sat for over a day with an 

increased fee on an notion involving a sum of £32 4 s 5d, (Laughter.) The delays 
of the law were often heard, but it had taken the parties since January, 1895, to 

dec ide whether they would fight out in a court of Law th ere  dispute with 
reference to the paltry sum. The jury found that the coa l for the Nador was 

supplied at 10 s per  ton, which amounted to a verdict for defendants on that 
point. His Lordship Now, gentlemen, we will hear the other half of the case.

search, and must be considered to be contraband. It was a most deliberate 
attempt smuggling, and he hoped an exemplary fine might be inflicted not only

COLLISION OFF BARDSEY. AN ANGLESEY MAN DROWNED. On Thursday morning, 
at about a quarter to three, a collision took place off Bardsey Island that resulted 

in the sinking of one of the fine schooners of Messrs Fisher and Sons, of Barlow, 
and the loss of a hu man life. It seems that at the hour mentioned, the schooner 

"Alice Bannister'' was coming from Falmouth, with a cargo of clay, and was about 
10 miles west of the Bardsey Light, when she was suddenly crashed into by the 

S.S.  "Borrowdale," of Sunderland, out ward bound from Glasgow to Havre. The 
wind was blowing from the S.W., and the sea was running very high at the time. 

The "B orrowdale" struck the schooner abaft the main rigging on the port side, 
and in an amazingly short space of time the "Alice Bannister"  foundered. It is 

computed that the time that elapsed! was only from three to five minutes before 
she disappeared. The S.S.  "Borrowdale" stood alongside and rendered assistance, 

and the crew of the steamer succeeded in getting all the crew of the schooner 

safely on board, with the exception of the mate, Owen Roberts, of Amlwch, who 
was clinging to the rigging and moaning terribly. The captain of the "B orrowdale" 

got hold of Roberts's arm and tried to induce him to leave the sinking vessel, but 
the poor fell ow clung most desperately to the rigging, and would not let go. It is 

feared that he must have been injured in the crash, and was only in a state of 
semi -consciousness when the vessel was sinking, as a lifebuoy was afterwards 

thrown to him and touched him,  but he failed to make any effort to save himself.

Court. found that the lights of the Alice Bannister w ere shining brightly at the 
time of the collision, that her course had not been altered, and that the master of 

the Alice Bannister was not to blame for the accident. They further found that a 
good lookout had not been kept on the Borrowdale. The collision  was not caused 

by the master of that vessel, but by the default of the second officer of the 

Borrowdale. John George Wilson, who had not kept a proper look -out when in 
charge of the steamer. and had not complied with Regulations 20 and 23 for the 

Preventi on of Collisions at Sea, and his master's certificate would be suspended 
for six months. The Alice Bannister had been navigated with seamanlike care, but 

the Borrowdale had not. The certificate of Captain Wight, master of the 
Borrowdale, would be returned to him. The second mate of the Borrowdale asked 

that he might have a mate's certificate during the suspension of his master's 
certificate.

hold. T he second mate had previously told Lassen not to walk on the hatches, 
and Lassen replied he would in the middle.  

By Mr Ball: The fore and aft beam was warped. It had been reversed since the 
accident and fitted properly. By Mr Temperley: It was unwise to walk on the 

hatches when the ship was light. William Pike, second mate, said the beam was 
warped, but the coamings were in good order. Since the accident the beam had 

been reversed and fitted wel l. On the morning of the accident the middle hatches 

had been taken off, and this had caused the beam referred to , to spring and 
loosen the hatches on it. The ship was well found, and recently underwent 

survey.

When the point arose as to whether the corporation should be treated as 
preferential or ordinary creditors, the firms representatives contended that  they 

were ordinary. The firm agreed to pay for further electricity as they used it. 
Acting upon legal advice, the corporation yesterday cut off the supply, with the 

result that over a thousand men have been thrown out of employment.  
Fairplay states that t he business of Sir James Laing and Sons was formed into a 

limited liability company in October, 1898, with a nominal capital of £300,000. in

CREW SAVE THEIR CAPTAINôS LIFE. That the days of British heroism sea are not 

past has been frequently evidenced of late years, and the most recent instance of 
this occurred the 11th inst., when the crew a ship which was fo undering refused 

to obey the capta inôs orders to enter the lifeboat unless accompanied them. The 
doomed vessel was the steamer Glendale, of Sunderland, owned the Weardale

lifeboat, declaring that he would remain aboard and take his chance. The officers 
and crew to a man refused point blank to enter the lifeboa t without the master, 

and his persuasions being all in vain he eventually went off with them. In the 
tempestuous sea it was a risky undertaking to board the lifeboat, but last all 

bands were safely got off the sinking vessel and landed Heligoland, where th ey 
were treated with great kindness and hospitality.

This read: "Sinking torpedoed or 

mined; s.s. Borrowdale." The wife of the second mate identified the writing as 

that of her husband, but discrepancies were pointed out, and expert opinion was 

tha t a bottle from the Borrowdale could not have reached the Lincolnshire coast.

               LOSS OF THE S.S. BORROWDALE.  

          BOARD OF TRADE  INSPECTOR'S REPORT.  

The Board of Trade has issued the official  report of Captain David Davies, the 

inspector who investigated at  Sunderland, on October 19, the loss of the steamer 

Borrowdale, of Sunderland which disappeared while voyage from Cardiff to 

France, in January of last year. The I nspector finds that  that the Borrowdale was 

in a good and seaworthy condition as regarded hull and equipme nt, but that she 

was not properly manned.  Although it is not possible a ny certainty, Captain 

Davies is of the view  that ow ing the very severe storm that the Bo rrow dal e m ust 

have encountered about the January 22,  that the primary cause was  that 

something went wrong, perh aps  with  steerin g gear or main engines, she  became 

unmanageable, and lay in the trough of the sea,  and while in this position the sea 

broke on  board, washi ng away the tarpaulins and bursting the hatch covers, and 

the hold ventilators, allowing the  water  into the holds and causing the vessel to 

founder.  

 

The managing owner disclosed to the Board of Enquiry  that Borrowdale was 

surveyed in June 1903 and was repaired by Austin and Sons of Sunderland, cost 

£2,600. In July 1914 she was dry docked in Swansea to repair bottom damage 

from grounding in port at Llanelly. In October 1914 she was dry docked in Blyth 

af ter grounding. That £16,000 had been spent on surveys and repairs to the 

Borrowdale including the replacement boiler.

The  company was founded in 1793 by Philip Laing, a Fife farmer and shipowner and   

his brother John. The yard was initially located at Monkwearmouth Shore, although    

the brothers moved premises several times, including to a site at South Shields. In 

1818 the  brothers' partnership was dissolved and Philip Laing acquired new premises   

at Deptford, Sunderland. In 1843 Philip Laing transferred control of the company to    

his son, James Laing. In 1853 the yard launched the 'Amity', the first iron vessel      

built on the River Wear and followed this shortly afterwards in 1855 with 'La Hogue', 

believed to be the largest vessel built in the North of England up to that time. Laings 

was also responsible for the 'Torrens', a composite ship of iron frame and wooden 

planks. Launched in 1875, she set a new record journey time from London to     

Adelaide, making the voyage in 64 days. The company prospered under the control     

of Sir James Laing and became a limited company in 1898. Sir James exerted 

considerable influ ence, not only over his own company but over the shipping world.    

He was chairman of the River Wear Commissioners for 32 years, and a director of     

the Suez Canal Company. He was knighted in 1897 and died in 1901, when he was 

succeeded by his son, Hugh  Laing. In 1901 the shipyard covered an area of about       

17 acres, with five shipbuilding berths and employed in the region of 3,000 men.       

The shipyard was effectively three yards -  the Upper Yard, the Lower or Middle Yard  

and  the New Yard. The Uppe r Yard (also known as the Wood Yard) included the     

firm's  brass foundries, which produced brass and machine -made fittings for the 

shipyar d as well on a commercial basis to other firms. The Lower or Middle Yard       

(also known as the Iron Yard) included  the firm's offices and the Deptford Dry  Dock. 

The New Yard was built on the site of an old bottle works to meet the increasing 

demands on the firm and included a large joiners' shop. The firm also owned a dry  

dock on the  other side of the River Wear, th e Cornhill Graving Dock. In February    

1908, following  a series of heavy losses, the company went into voluntary liquidation 

and the shipyard closed for a time. In 1909 James Marr, who was already Chairman    

of Joseph L. Thompson & Sons Ltd, joined the B oard of Directors at Sir James Laing      

& Sons and shortly afterwards became Chairman. In February 1910 the yard                

re -opened. In 1954 the firm merged with several other companies to became part of 

Sunderland Shipbuilding, Dry Docks & Engineer ing Co. Ltd. In 1961 that company 

merged with William Doxford & Sons Ltd to form the Doxford and Sunderland 

Shipbuilding and Engineering Group. In 1966 the parent company absorbed all of its 

subsidiaries and Sir James Laing & Sons ceased to exist as an ind ependent company. 

The firm's Deptford shipyard continued to operate until the mid 1980s, launching its 

final vessel in 1985. From 1966 the firm maintained its old series of yard numbers.      
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In 1985 A final pair of B45 ships were completed for a Mexican company 

with  Mitla  being the last ever launch by the yard on 3rd May. The Deptford yard 

was never used for shipbuilding again.  

1902 Obituary   

Sir JAMES LAING died on December 15, 1901, at his residence, Etal Manor, 

Northumberland, after an illness of a fortnight. Sir James, who was seventy -eight 

years of age, was the only son of Philip Laing of Deptford House, Sunderland.  

Since 1868 he had been chairman of the  River Wear Commissioners . In 1883 he 

organised and presided over the committee of shipowners who concluded a 

convention with the Suez Canal Company which resulted in the lowering of dues, 

abolition of pilotage charges, and the representation o f British shipowners on the 

board of the company. Since that year he had been a director of the Suez Canal 

Company. He served as Sheriff of Durham in 1879, was Deputy -Lieutenant and 

Justice of the Peace for that county, and Justice of the Peace for Northum berland. 

He unsuccessfully contested North Durham in 1881 as a Liberal. He was knighted 

in 1897.  He was elected a member of the Iron and Steel Institute in 1874.  

 

 

 

Dunston Staiths,  on the River Tyne, is believed to be the largest timber 

structure in Europ e. It is a Scheduled Monument, Grade II listed and is owned by 

registered charity Tyne and Wear Building Preservation Trust (TWBPT).   

Opened in 1893 by the North East Railway Company, it was built to allow large 

quantities of coal arriving by rail from the  Durham Coalfields to be loaded directly 

onto waiting colliers ready for the onward journey to customers in London and 

abroad. At the coal industry's peak around 5.5 million tons of coal was moved 

this way each year.     

Dunston Staiths is on the south ban k of the River Tyne at Dunston, Gateshead, 

Tyne & Wear.

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After  searching the Sunderland Echo for 1915, I have found out that my great 

uncle Samuel Alfred Milner died when the ship SS Borrrowdale was lost on 21 st  

Jan 1915.  

From 21 to at least 19 January 1915 there was a huge storm raging and very 

heavy snow falls all across the UK.  

My great uncle has no death certificate.  

His only child, a son, was born five weeks after his reported death.  

I have the war diaries of all but a few of the U boats then in commission. All of 

those boats were either in the North Sea, Baltic or in port and a summary of the 

patrol information from the German official history  of the remaining boats show 

none were on a substantial patrol.  

My great uncle was first mate on the Borrowdale, his wife was sent what was 

owed to him 17 shillings and 2 pennyôs.

Fig.  1                              The Dunston Staithes  in use  

The Dunston Staithes (pictured above) were built by the North Eastern Railways. 

The first pile was driven on 26th August 1890. There was no formal ceremony 

when they were opened, just a few officials of the mineral traffic department 

were present. They wer e opened on Monday 16th October 1893, and the first 
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steamer loaded at 7.20 a.m. was called 'The Holmside'.  

It is said that the Dunston Staithes are the largest timber structure in Europe and 

probably in the world . 

The structure is made of North American pi tch pine timber, no longer available, 

from the once unlimited forest.   Most of the timber used was 20 metres long, 14 

inches deep and 14 inches wide. The total weight of timber is 3,200 tons, the 

Staithes are 526 metres long with 4 railway tracks, 6 loadin g berths (3 on each 

side), with 2 chutes to each berth.   The gradient from West to East is 1 in 90.  

The main structure was £33,130.19s. 11 d The railway known as the permanent 

way was £247.5s.0d., additional timber £2,433,19s.2d. The total cost £210,000., 

wh ich was a lot of money in 1890.  

The scale of the operations were quite large, for after just one year, coal 

shipments had increased from 20,000 tons to 130,000 tons per annum. In 1894, 

1,289,000 tons were shipped from Dunston in 1,037 vessels. The Staithes  were 

so successful that in 1898, the North Eastern Railways Company decided to build 

an inner Staithe, to double their capacity, with a tidal basin for the retention of 

vessels. Up to 20 ships would wait in the Tyne to be loaded.  

To build the basin, islan ds had to be removed and shallows deepened. In the 

process, flooding would occur until these operations were completed.

Staiths  are  elevated platforms for discharging coal and other materials from 

railway cars into collier ships for transport. From the mid -18th century onwards, 

many staiths were built on the Tyne, Wear and other rivers in the North East to 

transport coal, which ca me from the regions mines via an extensive network of

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railways . There were early problems when trucks were lowered towards the 

vessel to discharge and after a rope broke releasing the truck which sank the 

collier, a change was made to wire ropes.

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This is an illustration of what was known as 'whipping' , the classic way of 

unloading coal in particular but also similar loose cargo or ballast. The vessel is a 

collier on which a jeer has been rigged, footed at the base of the main mast. At 

the peak of the jeer is a large metal pulley with a four - tail 'whip' to the hoist by 

which the men heave a basket of coal from the hold and discharge it down a 

shute into a lighter positioned alongside.  
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7.0  Analysis  

 

London was a huge market for coal, which was used for domestic heating and in 

the capital's industries.  Huge quantities of coal were brought into the port 

by  colliers  from northeast England , Scotland and South Wales. Borrowdale was 

one of the hundreds of colliers delivering coal. The freight rates paid for the 

carriage of the coal varied due to many factors including demand , the number of 

vessels available  and the season . The differing rates can be seen in the timeline 

for Borrowdale and results. These seemed to survive in print in yea rs when few 

newspapers are available on line and gives information of voyages to be made in 

the future.  The rates I found varied between 2s 11½d and 4s 9d usual for 1400 

tons of coal, that is between £207 to £ 332  a return voyage. The Borrowdale 

seemed to c omplete about eight return voyages a month producing somewhere 

around £1,750 in earning before costs. The crew earned about £4 10s a month, 

the master usually owned a share in the vessel as well as being paid, the officers 

I have no information , except the  widow of the first mate received 17s 2d as 

wages owing.  If the crew costs were about £50 per month, perhaps £125 

including the officers and captain , even after the cost of coal and repairs a 

profitable ship. It is not difficult to see why the shares reach ed £50 when 

auctioned , although the repairs required from groundings and collisions affected 

this.  

Steamships  had an advantage in port as they carried ballast as water in tanks 

they pumped in or out, so when arriving in ballast there was nothing to unload 

before loading the new cargo. This also saved the cost of unloading ballast. The 

loading could commence immediately with the ballast being pumped out as 

loading continued , using the donkey pump . The B orrowdale had large hatches 

and was a self - trimming ship as seen from the prosecution for failing to have a 

gangway in Barry in 1909. She manoeuvred under the coal tip loading the coal 

and had special rates negotiated with the coal trimmers Union because of  the 

ease of loading, from BOT enquiry 1915.  The time taken from arrival to sailing 

may only be 12 hours as given in evidence in BOT enquiry 1894 by Peter Rutter,  

master , even loading 1400 tons coal.  

The opening of Dunston Staithes  on the Tyne in 1893 made  loading of the colliers 

even faster, direct from the railway coal truck into the hold.  

From about 190 0 the reports suggests Borrowdale started looking to carry return 

cargoôs instead of carrying coal on the outward voyage and returning in water 

ballast. T his entailed more continental voyages carrying coal returning with 

timber, as sleepers or pit wood and even returning with fruit from Madeira 

(raisins, pomegranates and oranges) . The profitability of the ship probably 
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doubled if a return cargo could be fou nd since the rates paid assumed the vessel 

returned in ballast, as was usually the case.  

In April 190 2 Borrowdale entered the Graving dock at Sunderland and did not sail 

again until May with a different master, Lavender, who gave evidence at the BOT 

enquiry after the loss of the vessel in 1915. He stated he was the master  of 

Borrowdale  for twelve years.  

Weardale shipping company managed Borrowdale along with  Hopedale, Glendale, 

Silverdale, and Riversdale . An entry often appeared in the Sunderland Daily Echo 

and Shipping Gazette  for these vessels under Weardale shipping company giving 

details of arrivals and sailings.  The Glen dale was lost after a severe storm in 

January 1909 , caus ing  her cargo of coal to shift and the vessel to develop a 

dangerous list, with the hatch covers being swept away by the seas. This is a 

similar fate to the findings of the BOT enquiry into the loss of the Borrowdale.   

This enquiry also heard evidence from the previous master Alfred Lavender and 

Henry Franklin the previous Chief officer that on a number of occasions the cargo 

of coal had sagged to leeward causing a 15 to 20 degre e list. This had been 

travelling down the Bristol channel in bad weather and the vessel had put into 

Mounts bay to adjust the cargo to correct this. The evidence of the enquiry 

showed Borrowdale had experienced severe weather , in NNW Gales  when it was  

in t he Bristol channel  and rounding Lands End. There are no ports of refuge in 

the Bristol channel and the first shelter is Mounts Bay in the English channel past 

Penzance . The large hatches which facilitated loading were covered with 

tarpaulins and once swept  away by the sea would have made the vessel 

vulnerable in heavy seas.  The enquiry also found Borrowdale was undermanned, 

but drew no conclusion as to any effect this had on its loss.  

The coastal stations give indications of the routes Borrowdale was follow ing even 

on voyages  to Europ e. It even showed Borrowdale probably travelling on one 

occasion, through the Solent on its way west rather than the usual, safer route 

outside the Isle of Wight.  

The Welsh newspapers on line produced some details of sailings an d arrivals in 

Wales with details of the cargo on occasions, also freight rates from Cardiff.  

The British newspaper Archives produced the majority of the reports.  

The Crewlist  project provided the link to the Plimsol project at Southampton 

Library where I found the three BOT enquiry reports. It also indicated the 

location of crew lists which are not available on line , the link to the MNL and 

Appropiation book entry.  
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The BOT en quiry reports provided  detailed information concerning Borrowdale, 

particularly the one investigating her loss.  

Ancestry  hold details of British masters and mates certificates on their premium 

rate subscription site, so I was unable to search. They also have the details of 

another of the Weardale Steamship companyôs vessels and a voyage from 

Bombay which they have  copied fr om the National Archives.  

I am surprised  there are no reports of court proceedings for Borrowdale 

considering the number of collisions she was involved in, but it is probably the 

case that the managing agent had a realistic view of the world and was able t o 

settle any cases without going to court. The previous steamer I researched, the 

TIMBO was involved in less collisions but always den ied  liability and end ed up in 

court, whatever the circumstances.  They did occasional win.  

Sir James Laing and Sons  seemed to have cash flow problems when t he 

electricity was cut off by Sunderland Council, but managed to survive that time.  

The managing agent stated to the BOT enquiry that including the boiler 

replacement in 1903 the costs of the  damage  repairs and surveys amou nted to 

£16,000.  

I have included a diagram of the components of a bulwark in Appendix  J to assist 

understanding of the parts damaged in collisions.  

The BOT enquiry into the collision with the Alice Bannister, her loss and the death 

of her  mate , Owen Roberts,  found the second mate of the Borrowdale responsible 

for the collision for failing to keep a proper lookout. He held a masters certificate 

and thi s was suspended for six months although he was allowed to continue as a 

mate for this time. Since this was the capacity he held when he failed to avoid 

the collision with the Alice Bannister, it does not appear to be any sanction 

against him.  The evidence in the enquiry that the Alice Bannister held her course 

until the collision would in the present day under the 

International  Regulations  for Preventing  Collisions  at Sea  have made her partially 

to blame for the collision . All vessels are required to take e arly actions to avoid a 

collision , not just the vessel obliged to give way.  The regulations  to prevent 

collisions at sea started in 1840 with regulations drawn up by Trinity House and 

have been improved, amended and agreed internationally over the years 

particularly in the mid nineteenth Century because of steam ships.  

The BOT enquiry into the stranding on Whitby Rocks appears  like an action to 

caution all masters to take proper care and use the lead to assist in position 

fixing/ avoiding underwater obstru ctions.  The lead was used on sailing ships and 

powered vessels before electric depth finders to not only find the depth but the 
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composition of the sea bed (from material stuck or clean on rock, in the tallow  in 

the base) which is marked on charts even in the electronic age. Charts show 

depths which together with sea bed composition( sand, broken shell, clay , rock 

etc) enable a more accurate fixing of its position.  This was important because 

using dead reckoning to fix a ve sselôs position needed a real time input to check 

the expected effects of wind, tide and courses followed to have any accuracy. The 

longer the period of time the greater the error. In normal conditions a position 

could be fixed by taking bearings from know n locations on land marked on the 

chart, such as chimneyôs or church spires, but not in fog or out of sight of land. 

The lead in shallow water was 25 fathoms and 100 fathoms in deep water but a 

skilled leadsman could give a fairly accurate depth. The use o f mechanical 

machines increased in the nineteenth century but the enquiry report does not 

mention one being fitted to Borrowdale. It does mention taking soundings around 

the vessel after it stranded before using the engines and a kedge anchor to re 

float t he vessel. The enquiry heard that the courses set made no allowance for 

tide or wind which affect powered vessels less because of their speed but do 

have an effect.  

I have included an Appendix N of the locations of ports and headlands to assist 

understandi ng of the more obscure locations and some exports. I found myself 

looking  some of them up and producing an appendix for each vessel so I have 

combined some to produce this appendix.  
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8.0  Conclusions & Recommendations    

I have lost  track of how many hours I have spent on this report but it much more 

than the 50 hours I have spent on previous reports. Steamers are able to make 

so many more voyages than sailing vessels, even in a short 24 year life span. I 

have spent about 90% of the time on line.  

I  am still contra cted to British Newspapers Archive  until 22 October, so I use d 

that to research Borrowdale  until it expire d then the NAS log on.  

Ancestry  have details of masters and mates certificates and hold records for 

Edward Wright and P eter Rutter but it is on  their premium rate subscription site 

so I was unable to search . They also have the details of another of the Weardale 

Steamship companyôs vessels and a voyage from Bombay which they have 

copied from the National Archives.  

I started  recording a Borrowdale (s) berthed in Cardiff from Fleetwood but then 

realised the newspaper report  was wrong , it was the fully rigged ship, Borrowdale 

of Liverpool which had recently returned from Australia with wheat with a slightly 

different registered weight.  

I started ignoring sailings of a Borrowdale(s) to East Africa via Malta, Suez Canal 

and going aground near Zanzibar carrying gun boats for the British Government, 

since it did not fit a collier travelling to London, Eur ope  and back . I lo oked at 

more of the reports and saw it was Borrowdale of Sunderland from the builder, 

date of building , masters name  and owner . I should have been more 

circumspect , since collier ôs have been used for polar expeditions and voyages of 

discovery, delivering a deck cargo of gun boats to Africa is just another use for 

this type of versatile vessel.  

The research has answered my original questions but without details I was 

unable to find any more background of the crew, or even their names without 

crew lists.  

I h ave learnt  that steam ships are able to complete many more voyages in a 

given time than sailing ships, have advantages of quick turn around with water 

ballast, reduced costs in port because of this , with no payment for ballast, 

loading and unloading it.  The design of the Borrowdale with large hatches for 

loading, its ability to self - trim, moving its self along the dock as being loaded, all 

made it  efficient to load. The loading systems in the docks, particularly the 

staithes in the north east also reduced t he time for loading with the railways 

transporting the coal direct to the dock side.  
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The BOT seemed to be concerned steam ship masters were not considering using 

a lead line to assist in avoiding stranding and this m ay have been a factor in 

holding enquiry.  

The wreck site for Borrowdale is unknown at present, the general location where 

she is thought to have foundered is beyond normal scuba diving limits and is 

subject to unfavourable weather conditions being open to the prevailing westerly 

weather p atterns. However where she foundered is completely unknown and may 

be discovered during sea bed surveys in the future.  

This was a mamouth task in view of the number of voyages but it does not seem 

out of the ordinary for a steam collier. It collided with a number of other vessels, 

objects or was stranded several times, but I do not know if this was unusual. The 

crew generated a few articles and the owners or master was prosecuted several 

times for minor offences. A number of seaman died as a result of its operation 

but only one of its crew , before it disappeared. The three BOT enquiries could 

have been more but some of the collisions and strandings  were in the Thames 

not in the open sea like the Alice Bannister.
