instructions to employ some other class of inland navigator.

This ship had been to sea, deeply laden with perishable articles ; she experienced
a gale, shifted her cargo, put back, and was therefore in no condition to refuse

any assistance that might offer; yet when a pilot went on board at a most critical

moment he was refused the pilotage of the ship and compelled to r eturn to his
boat, while the ship was to buffet about, out of trim, till another pilot should offer

himself. If a gale of wind had sprung up at that time, what would have become of

her ? What would have become of her insurance ?

It is said thatthe  Henry P ratt was insured to a large amount. If she had been lost
after the first pilot had been refused, and before another was received, would the
owners of the ship and cargo have been paid by the underwriters ? And if

insurance had been paid, in order to sustai n the existing anomaly in pilotage,
would the innocent holders of insurance scrip be pleased with such a

disbursement of their money ? These are important questions to those who have

an eye on their pockets .

These simple facts ought to open the eyes of Co ngress to the present system of
pilotage at this port. All must see that unless there be a reform, the reputation of
this port must suffer.

It may be as more American newspapers are digitised particularly in Philadelphia

that more information becomes available on line. The October 1842 arrival at

New York of the He nry Pratt gives the goods as shipped by H. Pratt, McKeon &
Co. Philadelphia .

The Henry Pratt was described as a packet ship , Which was an American design
of ship which had a narrower beam than traditional ships, sailed faster and was

later copied in Britain. The sailing ships involved in the race from China with the

first tea of the season were clipper ships like the Cutty Sark preserved at
Greenwich. The advertisement of November 1845 describes her having two large

and commodious houses on deck, the advertisement  of April 1846 describes her
as Boston built and the description of her sinking in February 1853 states she

had two d ecks. She was always described as coppered and copper fastened in

the Advertisements , when by this period British vessels used the cheaper Muntz

or yellow metal

In Gore's Liverpool General Advertiser - Thursday 02 April 1846 it was described
in an adverti sement as A 1 vessel, this is a LIoyds category for vessels but the

Henry Pratt was not in the register. The following advertisements only described

her as a first class American vessel.

| had expected the Henry Pratt to spend some time in California in 18 50 when
she arrived at San Francisco as about this time there was a problem with crews
deserting to go gold prospecting, but this does not seem to be the case,

The transcript  of the Declaration made on May 1 st 1854 in New Orleans when the
Henry Pratt arriv  ed from Havre with 339 passengers gives the name of the

master as Mather not Marshall or Manchester as given in the reports of sailings

and arrivals. The transcription gives the names and country of birth of all the

passengers and is available on Al mmi grantships.neto. The
France, Switzerland and Werttemberg, Germany (adjacent to the Swiss / French
border) .

The United States Insurance Almanac and Statistical Register for May 1st 1856 to
October 31st 1856  shows that the underwrit  ers paid out $20,000 on the
insurance claim for the loss of the Henry Pratt, although it fails to show if this

was for the vessel or cargo or both.

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The American Library of Congress (ALC) newspaper archives provided many
records of voyages , mishaps and the cargos of the Henry Pratt , particularly in the
USA. The remainder came from BNA with a few from WNL

The ALC is a useful free resource for American newspapers that have been

digitised and the New York papers particularly provided most of the details

concer ning the Henry Pratt and have lists of the ships arriving and sailing from
ports in the USA not just New York.
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8.0 Conclusions & Recommendations

| have spent about 35 hours on the project with about 90 % of the time being
spent on line including copying or transcribing the information.

The book Ships from Scotland to North America, 1830 -1860 lists the Henry Pratt
sailing with emigrants from Glasgow in 1843, but although the details of the
master, tonnage, port of destination are correct, the Henry Pratt was reported on
several occ asions at about the same date arriving at, loading, clearing, sailing

and arriving from Liverpool. There were also advertisements in Liverpool
newspapers for the sale of cargo, carriage of goods and passengers from

Liverpool to New York. So the Glasgow departure cannot be correct and the

Henry Pratt was not recorded on line visiting Glasgow during its voyages. There
were other vessels w ith the name ending Pratt sailing at this time but only one

Henry Pratt.

There does not seem to be a wreck site for the Henry Pratt , the location of its
loss, with most of the crew being rescued at low tide and the cargo recovered.

This would mean the  vessels materials are most likely to have been also salvaged
or broken up by the sea, although this is not reported on line.

| have answered some of my original questions but the owners, builders and

dimensions are unknown and no details of the crews are a vailable on line. The
details of some passengers are available, for all passengers on one voyage only.

The American Bureau of Shipping was not established until 18 61 so thereis not a
record of vessels for insurance or other purposes to record these detail s and she
was not included in Lloyds Register.

| have learnt how much information is available from the ALC in the form of
newspapers which have been digitalised and are searchable by year and key
words.

The Henry Pratt is an interesting ship which was in volved in a small way in the
war between the USA and Mexico in 1847, the famine in 1845 and the 1849 gold

rush in California. It was involved in transporting emigrants from Liverpool and

Havre to various American cities. It was struck by lightning, was inv olved in
some minor collisions, sunk when a lifting strap parted dropping 5 ton piece of

marble through the decks into the hull and lifted for repair. It made some more
interesting voyages to China at a time British Empire was in dispute with the
Chinese G overnment. The details of the vessel and the owners are missing to
make this a more complete story. The details of the crews are not available on

line or any further information concerning the masters.

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Appendix B Ports and Other Locations

Anyer, also known as  Anjer or Angier, is a coastal town in Banten, formerly West

Java, Indonesia, 82 miles west of Jakarta and 9 mi les south of Merak. A

significant coastal town late 18 th - century, Anyer faces the Sunda Strait. The town
was a considerable port in the 19th century, but was completely destroyed by a

100 -foot - high tsunami which was caused by the 1883 eruption of Krakatoa.

BRAZOS SANTIAGO, T EXAS. The port of Brazos Santiago was located on
Brazos Island in what is now Cameron County. According to a United States
Coast Survey map in 1867 it was across Brazos Santiago Pass from the south
end of Padre Islan d (at 26°02' N, 97°09' W). Before 1848 the port was wharves
on the lagoon side of Brazos Island. Goods destined for ports up the Rio Grande
had to be offloaded at Brazos Santiago because the bars at the mouth of the Rio
Grande were too shallow for ships ca pable of plying the Gulf.
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
