The Meirion Lass was built by Roger Lewis in Aberdovey as a smack in 1853 and

he was the master until about 1874. In 1862 Meirion Lass need the assistance of
the RNLI when it was stranded on the Aberdovey Bar in a gale but it was assisted
into port unscathed . Meirion Lass was lengthened by the new owners in 1877 and
became a schooner. In December 1880 the master of the Meirion Lass was lost
overboard crossing the Irish sea and in October 1880 the brother of the new
master Evan Morgan was lost over board on a similar crossing. He was part

owner of the Meirion Lass with his father and the third and last surviving son.

The Meirion Lass was sold after this and reregistered in Dublin

The Meirion Lass was trading between Britain, Ireland and the Europe until
when she started trading mainly between Britain and Ireland. A Temporary

Introduction

| selected Meirion Lass to research after | had made a google search of her

name and saw that the vessel survived until 1931. | looked a bit further

and saw that she was built as a smack and by the time she sank she had
been lengthen ed, had an engine fitte d and was a motor ketch. This seemed
to illustrate the way a vessel could be modified to evolve and survive
commercially with the changing world of power vessels and the railways,

which were the end of many vessels. | wanted to find her original

dimensions and the way she was changed by lengthening and the fitting of

an engine.

. The Meirion Lass when she was built in 1853 at Aberdovey by Roger Lewis

was a smack 51 feet 5 inches long, 16 feet 2 inches breadth, 8 feet 4

inches draught with a registered tonnag e of 52 tons. In 1877 she was
lengthened to 69 feet 2 inches, 18 feet 3 inched breadth, 8 feet 5 inches

draught, the rigging changed to a schooner with a new registered tonnage

of 65 tons gross and 60 tons net. In 1909 the rig ging is reported to have
chang ed to a ketch and in 1923 it is shown as a motorised ketch with the
fitment of a 40 HP engine.

Roger Lewis was also the = master when Meirion Lass started trading in 1854
between Britain and Europe. In 1859 Evan Lewis is shown as the master in

LR and in 1861 when Meirion Lass is stranded on the Aberdovey Bar ina
gale the RNLI ¢ ame to her assistance and the vessel manages to reach
port. In 1880 the master was knocked overboard and drowned crossing the

Irish seaand in 1881  the mate, Evan Morgan met the same fate. His father
then sold the vessel and the new owners registered her in Dublin.

Meirion Lass made voyages mainly bet ween Britain, Ireland and Irish ports
but also made single voyages to the Baltic with a new master for each trip,

the regular master becoming the Bosun. It made voyages delivering coal to
Lighthouses in Ireland and one in England. The Meirion Lass moves to
Bideford in 1905 and is later registered there. She starts trading in the

Bristol channel and continues until 1918 when her entry in the MNL finishes

and it is 1923 before she appears again but with an engine fitted. She

continues trading but with some vo yages to Ireland. In 1931 when taking a
cargo of coal from Swansea to Fethard she springs a leak and is abandoned
by the crew and founders. The crew are picked up from the ships boat by a
passing steamer.

The location that the Meirion Lass sank is unknown , only in the Bristol
Channel about nine miles from the Smalls Lighthouse . It must have been
out into the Atlantic because the passing steamer was on route from

Liverpool to Calcutta.

Judge, a case was decided involving a point of considerable
importance to shipping agents and ship -brokers . It was in an action brought by

Mr. William Morgan Davies, ship -broker, against Mr. Williams, shipping agent, to
recover (in the words of the plaintiff) "the commission due on the Merion Lass,’

being 78 tons at 10s. per ton, 19s. 6d.0 which I lost by your not loading the said
vessel."

Mr. Luard appeared for the defendant.

Mr. William Morgan Davies said, d My claim against Mr. Williams is 19s. 6d.,
which is my commission on a vessel which he chartered with me, and which he
afterwards refused to load. By his refusal | lost my commission. | put myself to
very great trouble to try and persuade him to load her; but he eventually refused
to do so altogether. Nineteen shillings and sixpence is what | would have earned
if he had loaded the vessel.

Mr. Luard Upon wh at day was the vessel chartered ?
W. M. Davies On the 12th January.

Mr. Luard: When was she to be ready to t ake in her car go ?
W. M. Davies In a few days. | cannot tell yo u how many days. | will swear that
there was no number of days mentioned.

Mr. Luard Were you there?
W. M. Davies No, | was not.

Mr. Luard: Then how can you swear it ?
W. M. Davies : There was no number of days mentioned by me or my clerk,

Mr. Luard What do you understand by a few days ?

W. M. Davies A week. When we say that a vessel will be ready in a few days, we

mean a week or nine days at least. | cannot say when we engaged that the

ve ssel should be ready. | am not parti cular about a few days.

W. M. Davies -My cler k (Douglas) and the captain.

Mr. Luard Is  your clerk here ?

W. M. Davies "No, he is not. | did not see Mr. Williams. | saw him on Monday.

[The vessel was chartered on a Saturday evening. ] Mr. Williams was told that

the vessel was outside the Old Canal.

Mr. Luar d. Was she outside the Old Canal ?

W. M. Davies: No she was in Penarth Roads.

The Judge If you charte  r a vessel, and tell a person she is here, or outside the

dock, and if that vessel sail away to another port and does not come in here, do

you give the charterer information that the vessel is about to sail, or has sailed to

another port ?

W. M. Davies: | believe they do.

The Judge Did you in this case ?

W. M. Davies Not particularly so. I never told Mr. Williams that the vessel was in

the Old Canal.

Mr. Luard Before you sent notice to Mr. Williams that the ship was ready, did you

receive a communication from him in which he stated that he declined to load the

vessel ?

W. M. Davies: | did, on the 23rd January. [Witness read the letter. In it the

defendant repudiated the charter altogether, because the representations made

to him, and which in ~ duced him to accept the vessel, were untrue. It was

represented by the plaintiff's clerk and the captain that she was either in or

outside the old canal, loaded with oats, whereas she was in Penarth -roads,

loaded with potatoes. The plaintiff, in reply on t he same day, did not contradict

one word of the allegations made by Mr. Williams, but simply said, Dear Sir, You

chartered the Merion Lass," and yo u must load her, or pay the penalty. | am,

dear sir, yours very truly, WILLIAM MORGAN DAVIES, Ship Broker.

Mr. W. M. Davies, (handing the charter to witness) Is there one word in that

about three days ?"

His Hono ur: If a vessel is in the roadstead, and proceeds to another port after

being chartered to load in this, ought not the merchant to be made acquainted
with the fact?

Mr. John Owen: It ought to have been specified on the charter that she was in

the roads, and was  to proceed on a voyage previous to coming in here.

His Hono ur: But suppose it was not ?

Mr. John Owen Then, undoubtedly, the merchant ough t to be made acquainted
with it.

His Hono ur, in giving judgment, said 0 "The plaintiff admits that the defendant
was not informed th  at the vessel was waiting for orders for another place, or

would go to another place; and as no time was mentioned in the charter - party,
the plaintiff contends the vessel was ready in time enough according to the

meaning of the contract. But in my opinion the contract means that the vessel
offered to the defendant and accepted is ready within a reasonable time, within
the port of Cardiff. By sending her to another port, all the time between her

departure and return is to be regarded as an unreasonable delay . No information
was given to the defendant that any such delay would occur, or that the vessel

would leave the port after she had been accepted. I, therefore, hold that the

plaintiff is not entitled to the commission." Judgment in favour of the defendant
was accordingly entered, with costs.

Aberdovey last week, during a gale of wind, and in a heavy broken sea, on one of

the dangerous sand banks at the mouth of Aberdovey Bar As soon as the vessel

struck, the seas swept completely over her. The lifeboat of the National Lifeboat
Institution at Aberdovey was manne d with the greatest possible dispatch Captain
Jenkins, C.B., of the Indian navy, and Custom -house officer Williams proceeding

in her after a severe pull they succeeded in reaching the vessel, and found her

crew -three in number -in an exhausted s tat e doing their upm ostto kee p
themselves from being  washed off by the  heavy Seas- Asthe tide continuedt o

flow, the lifeboat crew determined to remain by the vessel in order to get her off
if possible. Fortunately, after two hours' unceasing exert ion, they accomplished
that desirable object, and ultimately brought, the smack safely into port. Mr.

Williams, who has been off in the lifeboat on every occasion s ince she has been

on her station, speaks in the highest terms of her behaviour on this trying
occasio n.

Women and the Sea - Terry Davies

Davi d Morgan son of Captain John Morgan died at sea in 1880 on the schooner
Meirion Lass, a vessel his proud father had bought for the family.

MORGAN MARINERS OF TROED Y RHIW

This Morgan clan was part of author D.W. Morgan's family whom he wrote about
extensively in  the 1947 publication Brief Glory which was a history of the port of
Aberdyfi in its heyday. This family had deep roots in Borth, but like others, they

moved to Aberdyfi to be close to their maritime activities. Most of the following is

taken from Brief Glo  ry and the complex family associations are the work of
researcher John Ellis of Aberarth. John born at Borth in 1825, married Ann

Morgan of Penparcau b.1815. They had three children, and according to D.W.

Morgan their first born son was lost at sea, howeve r there is no reference to him
at their grave site in Llandre. We only have John Morgan b.1850 at Borth who

died at the age of 16. Morgan b.1853 died aged 15. David b.1856, became a
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master mariner and was to become the sole surviving brother. In Brief Glor y he
is described as fAbeloved and | egendary figu
excell ent seamano. David, a.k.a. Dafydd, wa

schooner Meirion Lass and after a time he began to covet her for himself. His

uncle, D.W. Morgan's father, h ad been the captain so it became very much a

family deal when Dafydd persuaded his father John b.1825, to join him in

purchasing the vessel. Tragedy occurred 6 months later as Dafydd was struck by

the vessel's main boom and knocked overboard on a voyage fr om Portmadoc to
Newport. His grief stricken father sold all his shares to an Irish owner and the

vessel was transferred to the port of Dublin. John and Ann Morgan had by then

tragically lost all their sons.

James Morgan born in 1839 at Borth, married Ann D avies in 1866. She was the
daughter of Captain David Davies of Borth. James was eight when he began his
seafaring career on Captain Davies' vessel the Sarah . James was to have a long
career at sea and commanded the schooners Francis Poole, John Wesley, Jane
Sophia, Seven Brothers, Meirion Lass, Dewi Lass and the John Stonnard . It was
on this latter vessel, he part owned, that he ran into financial trouble towards the

end of his career. In 1895 on a voyage to Limerick with a ca rgo of slates the
weather turned nasty around the south west coast of Ireland which meant that

the vessel sought shelter near Bear Island. When the weather moderated they

made a course for Dursey Head but unfortunately the vessel struck one of the

many sub merged rocks in the area; it is marked on the chart as Lee rock. The

vessel sank with her cargo and Captain Morgan and his crew took to their boat

and were able to land safely at Castletown, County Cork. The result of this

mishap was that the captain was s till liable for the outstanding mortgage of £200
that he had arranged to fund this particular voyage.

He was to serve on several vessels but no longer as master; which included

the Anne Jane a Portmadoc schooner, the Mervina voyaging to Labrador and the
last which must have been a bit of a novelty for him was the steamer Lizzie. With
still a debt to service he decided to move his family from Aberdyfi to Liverpool

and got a shore job as a docker with Richard Mills and Co. As his son D. W.
Morgan recalls in B rief Glory he was working far too hard for his health. James
severely crushed his leg in a work accident and had to have his toe amputated.
Unfortunately a fortnight later in January 1901 he died. His wife Anne received
£200 under the workman's compensatio n act. Essentially as his son stated he
paid off his debt with his life. His body was returned to Aberdyfi to be buried as

was his wife Anne's when she later died in 1916.

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James Morgan

James Morgan born in 1839 at Borth , married Ann Davies in 1866. She was the
daughter of Captain David Davies of Borth. James was eight when he began his
seafaring career on Captain Davies' vessel the Sarah . James was to have a long
career at sea and commanded the schooners Francis Poole, J ohn Wesley, Jane
Sophia, Seven Brothers, Meirion Lass, Dewi Lass and the John Stonnard . It was
on this latter vessel, he part owned, that he ran into financial trouble towards the

end of his career. In 1895 on a voyage to Limerick with a cargo of slates th e

weather turned nasty around the south west coast of Ireland which meant that

the vessel sought shelter near Bear Island. When the weather moderated they

made a course for Dursey Head but unfortunately the vessel struck one of the

many submerged rocks in the area; it is marked on the chart as Lee rock. The
vessel sank with her cargo and Captain Morgan and his crew took to their boat

and were able to land safely at Castletown, County Cork. The result of this

mishap was that the captain was still liable for the outstanding mortgage of £200
that he had arranged to fund this particular voyage.

Rockabill Lighthouse, Skerries, Co Dublin

In 1837 the Drogheda Harbour Commissioners proposed that a lighthouse be

built on Rockabill, with the costs to be paid by tolls on the shipping using

Drogheda harbour. In 1838, Trinity House, which was then in charge of lights in
Ireland, declined the requ  est. In 1853 however the Trinity Board reversed its
decision and authorized the construction of the lighthouse. Construction began in
1855 under the supervision of the Burgess brothers, William and James, who

were builders from Limerick. The lighthouse tow er was built 1855 T 1860 of
granite from the Mourne Mountains in County Down and local limestone from
Milverton. The total cost of all buildings and equipment was £13,248. The light

was placed into operation on 1 July 1860.

The focal plane of the lantern is 45 metres (148 ft) above the sea. The round
lighthouse tower is built of granite and is 32 metres (105 ft) high, including the
lantern and gallery. The light tower is painted white with one broad black
horizontal band. In 1918, the station was also equi pped with a fog horn, which
gives four blasts every minute. A keeper's residence and other buildings are
located at the station, which is operated by the Commissioners of Irish Lights.
The lighthouse was automated in March 1989.

John Adams born 1850 Master Meirion Lass

John was the son of James & Margaret (née Mulligan) Adams of Skerries.

He wentto sea from an early age, rising to become Master Mariner. He was
involved in the coasting trade out of the Dublin ports of Skerries & Ringsend.
Capt. Adams crews consisted primarily of Skerries men.

In 1877 he married Annie Gowan, the daughter of Capt. John & M ary Gowan.
They made their home at 154 Great Strand Street. Both in their mid -20's at the
time, there's no record in later years of children in their home. It's unknown how

many, if any, children they had but it's believed they all died in infancy or very

early childhood.

In advancing age, yet still needing an income, he did what many older Master

Mariners of the time did; he hired himself out as Mate to a younger Captain.

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BRISTOL CHANNEL TIDES

The Bristol Channel has the second largest range in the world (Avonmouth 12.3 m
mean spring range) there are several factors that have an effect on our tides as
follows:

THE SHAPE OF THE LAND

The Bristol Channel is shaped like a funnel. As the earth rotates and the area
makes itodos twice daily passage through the
water is squ ashed causing it to increase in both range and rate.

THE ATLANTIC OCEAN

The greater the mass of water that influences the area then the greater the tidal
range. As the Atlantic Ocean is directly to the west of the Bristol Channel it has a
great effect not  only on our tides but also our weather and climate, the effect on
the tide is to increase the range.

TOPOGRAPHY OF THE LAND

The high ground to the south of the Bristol Channel (Exmoor) and the mountains

in south Wales have the effect of funnelling the prev ailing Westerly winds and
increasing the speed, as the wind moves across the Sea surface the wind speed

increases slightly due to reduced friction causing another increase in wind speed.

Waves are formed and a mass of water will be moved up the channel cau sing an
increase in tidal range

PRESSURE SYSTEMS

During the summer the most influential pressure system is the Azores high, once
established this high pressure system is relatively constant and the high pressure
influence will have the result of a decrease in tidal range. When the Azores high
subsides (Autumn) the main influence is from Atlantic and Polar frontal

depressions that track from West to east across the Atlantic having the dual

effect of reduced air pressure (increasing tidal range) and moving a body of
water eastward( storm surges) causing an increase in tidal range.

TIDAL RATES

Spring rates of 6 knots can be experienced in the region of Lavernock Point and
the Rannie shoal

The funnelling effect of the land causes the mass of water to accelerate as it
travels up the Bristol Channel. At Lavernock , the tide splits (main channel and
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up to Cardiff Bay), as a result the ebb currents also combine at this point,
squeezing the body of west going water causing an acceleration and the high flow
rates.

THE WRACH CHANNEL

The approaches to and the Wrach Channel , to Cardiff , itself experience strong
counter currents, (SW flow) starting as early as 2 hours before HW.

From the 1841 Census (HO107 Piece 1429/12 Folio 10 Page 12), John, 6, is living
with his parents, John, 45, and Mary, 34, in Aberdovey, Merionethshire, Wales.
John senior is described as being an Agricultural Labourer and of being born in

the same county a s the Census (Merionethshire). Mary was not born in the same
county (she was born in Cardiganshire). John junior was born in the same county
as were his siblings Owen 3, Lewis 1, Jane 12, Ann(e) 11, Susan(nah) 8, and
Ellinor 5.

No record of where John was in 1851

There is a good chance that John, 27, was Mate aboard the Meirion Lass as
indicated by the 1861 Census (RG9 Piece 4492 Folio 139). The Meirion Lass was
then a 52 ton Smack from Aberdovey at anchor in Plymouth Sound. Master of the
vessel was Elias L ewis, Married, 35 from Llanon, Cardiganshire. Also aboard were
two Boys, James Griffiths, Unmarried, 16 from Aberdovey, Merionethshire, Wales
and Jeremiah Williams, Unmarried, 15 from Portmadoc, Caernarvonshire.

From the 1871 Census (RG10 Piece 5603 Folio 87) we have John Williams,
widower, 36 aboard the vessel Mersey at Aberdovey. He is, the Master of the
vessel. With him is his son, John, age 6, Son of Master, born Aberdovey,
Merionethshire, Wales.

From the 1881 Census (RG11 Piece 2348 Folio 130 Page 8), John, 48, is with his
son, John, 16. This time they are aboard the vessel Jane Owens in Penzance

Cornwall. The 'Jane Owens' was built in 1858. John senior is Married and is the

Master and John junior is Unmarried and an ordinary Seaman. The rest of the
crew are the Mate, David Evans, Married, 25, A B Seaman, Richard Morgan,

Unmarried, 19 and the Boy, John Thomas, Unmarried, 14. The entire crew hail

from Aberdovey, Merionethshire, Wales.

From the 1891 Census (RG12 Piece 4587 Folio 44 Page 2), John, 58, is wi th his
second wife, Mary, 49, at 43 Copper Hill Street, Aberdovey, Merionethshire,

Wales. Living with them are their offspring John, (Single), 26 and a Master
Mariner, Richard, 13, David (Hughes), 10, Jane  (Anne), 8 and Owen (Davies), 5,
all Scholars and a |l born in Aberdovey, Merionethshire, Wales.

From the 1901 Census (RG13 Piece 5190 Folio 30 Page 2), John, 66, a Mariner,

was with his wife Mary, 59, at 43 Copper Hill Street, Aberdovey, Merionethshire,

Wales. With them were their children Richard, 23, a S tone Mason, David Hughes,
20, a Carpenter, Jane Anne, 17, and Owen Davies, 15.

The tragic loss of a master in 1880 and his son in 1881 led to the sale of Meirion

Lass to Irish owners by John Morgan.

In 1845, a system of voluntary examinations for masters and mates of foreign
trade vessels was introduced by the Board of Trade. The Mercantile Marine Act
1850 required examination s to be compulsory, and new masters or mates
passing the examination were granted Certificates of Competency. Masters and
Mates who had already been serving in that capacity on foreign going vessels
before 1 January 1851 were granted Certificates of Servic e. In 1854 the
requirement for certification was applied to masters and mates of home trade
vessels , but does not seemed to have been enforced since Robert Mc Dermott did
not hold a certificate ~ or the other masters.

The first Crew List for the Meirion Lass in Dublin shows the crew being paid
shares of the profits from the vessel, but afterwards where the wages are shown
it is @ monthly amount.

In August 1887 a new master is taken on for one voyage to the Baltic , James
Thornton who holds a certificate Number 3831 and Robert Mc Dermott the usual
master becomes Bosun and purser. The master is shown on the crew list as

earning £3 per month, the remainder of the crew £1 1s and the boy 10s per

month. Robert Mc Dermott then becomes master for the remainder of the y ear.

In July 1889 the master becomes John Mc Dermott who holds a certificate
Number 76076, with Robert Mc Dermott becoming the Bosun again , the vessel
then makes one voyage to the Baltic.  Robert Mc Dermott then becomes master

for the remainder of the year. John Mc Dermott is the managing agent of Meirion
Lass and the signatures match for the master.

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In January 1917 the German Emperor issue d an order for unrestricted U -boat
warfare and this led to the sinking of the Kangaroo without warning and the
death of John Adams , a master of Meirion Lass . The order was issued because

Germany was |l osing the war and negoti dadi ons
The intention to inflict  terror on other nations failed as the USA cut off diplomatic

relations with Germany and entered the war in April 1917. U -boats started

sinking vessels without warning but also continued shelling vessels which had
surrendered and started killing crews abandoning ship in boats. No assistance

was given to crews in the water or in boats, except some captains and chief

engineers were taken prisoner for interrogat ion.

The period after Meirion Lass is sold and used in the Bristol Cha nnel show great

differences in the length of time taken for the same journey. The tides in the

Bristol channel probably account for this since it is unlikely Meirion Lass would

sail in unfavourable winds, and the tides run at speeds up to 6 knots which was
probably similar or faster than the speed she could sail. She is also in collision on

two occasions while anchored waiting for a favourable tide with other vessels

trying to manoeuvre or being swung around by the tide while anchored. The
strength of tides  would mean a long length of anchor line being used so when a
vessel swung with the tide a wide swinging circle was required to avoid collision.

This is without an anchor dragging before digging into the sea bed again when its
position changed.

It can be s een from the report of the funeral of Adolphus Hocking in 1927 that alll
the Hockingbs on tbétveeenMEID 6 and 191 & wesedrothers. |t
appears the owner William Henry Anstey born in Appledore also served as a
carpenter on Meirion Lass in the first six months of 1906.

| cannot find on line any reference to the type of engine fitted apart from the
horse power which suggests with the dat e it was fitted that it was a diesel
engine.

In changing Meirion Lass from a schooner to a ketch t he main difference is in the
masts and sails. A schooner has 2 masts with the forward mast shorter than the

rear mast. A ketch is the opposite, with the forwa rd mast taller. There are some
differences in the cut of the sails also. The schooner is an older hull design, with

the ketch being a more modern design. Since the masts were not a single length
of wood the change does not involve a new mast only the top s ections.

The BNA produced most of the records of voyages and events affecting the
Meirion Lass with the WNL produced most of the remainder. The events leading
to the deaths of the former masters of the Meirion Lass were found or suggested
by Goggle searche s of their names.
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A subscriptionto a  genealogical website may have produced more details of the

families , dates other masters and crew died.

The description of the sinking of the Kangaroo in 1917 when John Adams was
killed is described on  findagrave.com as the submarine surfacing alongside the
vessel , then machine gunning the crew and the boat until it sank. A

contemporary account in the newspaper at the time describes the vessel being

shelled before being torpedoed and sunk. If the crew had been killed by machine

gun fi re the propaganda value of a story like that would have resulted in it being

front page headlines but it was not. The reason the same web site gave for them

being at sea was to test the vessel during repairs but it had been posted missing

after leaving Liv erpool carrying coal to Dublin in the 1917 newspapers. So | have
included only the newspaper accounts for the Kangaroo.

The Crew Lists ports and dates do not always agree with reports in the
newspapers, ports left out. I have included these reports as they are reported
independently.

The only location for the location of the Meirion Lass is about nine miles from the
Smalls Lighthouse, in the Bristol Channel. So any diving or search for the vessel
is not a realistic proposition.

The amount of information available on line for this vessel and the people
associated with it continues to surprise me and illustrates it is always worth
searching because so many surprises appear.

The story of the M eirion Lass is a long one but unfortunately with gaps due to
newspapers not being available on line. It illustrates the way a small sailing

vessel has to be adapted to continue to be commercially viable over the changing
circumstances of nearly eighty year s. The story of the loss of the Meirion Lass is
undramatic and even the stranding is 1862 is short of any detail. The deaths of
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the two former masters is tragic and more interesting but not related to the

vessel. It is does not produce an interesting tale.
