The Gra ceful had its named
changed to Somerset Coast after the formation of Coast Lines shipping, when F H

Powell acquired other Liverpool shipping companies.

Somerset Coast continued the same schedule . In April 1917 the Somerset Coast
was in collision with anot  her steamer and founder  ed about 2 miles WSW of
Bardsey Island. The crew of the Somerset Coast survived.

- Liability to pay compensat  ion was disputed by the respondents o the own ers of
the So merset Coast & on the ground, as contended, that Albino was not suffering
from the results of an accident overtaken him in the course of his employ me nt.
Evidence, pro and con., having beengi venby four medical men d two called on
beh alf of the ap plicant, and two f orthere spondents - his Honour gave an award
for th e Latter .

Mr. Greaves Lord (instructed on of the r espondents by Messrs Roger Birkett)
thereupon made an application, under the provisions of the National Insurance

Act, that the National Sailors and Firemen Union (Approved Society) should be
ordered to pay the costs of the proceedings, on the ground s thatthey had
exercised the right of an approved society under  the Act to the proceedings on
behalf of Albino. .

Mr. R. H. Newman, who acted for the applicant, in accordance with instr uctions
received from Mr. J. A. Helm, opposed the application, and called e vidence to
show that Albino was not a member of the approved Section of the National

Sailors' and Firemen - a Union, and was not insured with them under the National
Health Act, but with anoth er seamen's organisati  on. Counsel also co ntended that
all that ha d happened inthe case was that the National Sailors and Fir emen's
Union, acting merely as a trades' union had a ssisted Albino in bringing the

present proceedings, and that this they were perfectly entitled to do, ever sinc e
the National Insurance Act had been in operation.

His Honour held that the proceedings had been brought by a trade union, and

thatt he latter had not acted under the appro ved section of the Act.  There would,
consequently, be made no order asto costs against the union

The
vessel was on passage from Bristol to Liverp ool when it was in collision with the
Barrow registered steamship SOUND FISHER. The SOMERSET COAST
subsequently foundered 2 miles west -southwest of Bardsey.

Richardsons Westgarth & Company

21
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was a leading British shipbuilding and marine engineering business. The
Company was based in Hartlepool and was a major employer in the area.

The Company was established in 183 2 by Thomas Richardson as a marine
engineering concern based in Hartlepool under the name of T Richardson & Sons.

In 1900 it merged with Sir C. Furness Westgarth and Company of Middlesbrough

and W. Allen and Company of Sunderland to form Richardsons Westga rth. As
part of the merger Furness Withy, a shipping business, took a controlling interest

in the Company.

The Company was at the forefront of the development of steam engines and
diesel engines for large ships throughout the nineteenth and early twentieth
centuries. It built engines for many ships including "SS Empire Amethyst". It
acquired the firm of George Clark in Sunderland, Tyne and Wear in 1938. In
1962 its marine activities were merged with that of Weir Group and its began
focussing on engineering  for power stations such as Trawsfynydd and
Dungerness 'B'. It ceased operations in Hartlepool in 1982.

The Company then diversified into steel processing and was acquired by
Klockner, one of the world's largest steel stockholders, in 2000.

F.H.POWELL & Co - COAST LINES

Coast Lines Ltd of Liverpool was formed by the merging of three companies in
1913, and was known initially by their joint names: Powell, Bacon and Hough

Lines. The name Coast Lines Ltd was adopted in 1917 when the company was
taken over by the Royal Mail Steam Packet Company. After the dissolution of the
Royal Mail Group in 1931, Coast Lines became independent once more under the
chairmanship of Sir Alfred Read (1871 -1955), who had previously been a
director.

Between 1917 and 1960 Coast Li nes acquired a controlling interest in a large
number of coastal shipping companies, eventually numbering about twenty.

Among the most important were: the British & Irish Steam Packet Company Ltd
(acquired in 1917), City of Cork Steam Packet Company Ltd ( 1918), Belfast
Steamship Company Ltd (1919), Burns & Laird Lines (acquired separately as

Laird Line in 1918 and G & J Burns in 1920 and merged in 1922), Tyne Tees

Steam Shipping Company Ltd (1943) and the North of Sc otland, Orkney &
Shetland Shipping Compa  ny (1961).

Geographically the Company's activities spanned the whole of the British and
Irish seaboard and extending to the Scottish and Channel Islands. By 1951,

22
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Coast Lines had a fleet of 109 ships which carried four million tons of cargo, more

than half a million  head of livestock and over a million passengers. It marked

the high point in the British é6internal é (a
Channel, freight and passenger trades, but over time many of the coastal routes

declined. The British & Irish Stea m Packet Company Ltd was sold to the Irish

Government in 1965, together with its subsidiary, the City of Cork Steam Packet

Company, and several other companies were closed in the 1960s. Coast Lines

was itself acquired by the P&O Group in February 1971

The 1915 calendar published by the Powell, and Hough Lines, Ltd. ( the Coast
Line), is similar tothat issued by them lastyear, but itis onethat will bear

reproduction. Though of the simplest kind, it is one that will a ppeal to the artists -
taste of the possessor. It depicts one of t he steamers of the line passing the
Eddystone. Lighthouse, and the picture, produced in colo urs, is a strik ing one.

Sir Raylton Dixon & Co

Sir Raylton Dixon (8 July 1838 T 28 July 1901) , was a shipbuilding magnate from
Middlesbrough on the River Tees who served as Mayor of Middlesbrough.

The yard first did business under the name Backhouse & Dixon. Raylton Dixon

started the firm of Raylton Dixon & Co. in 1873 with the substantial Dixon f amily
coal mining fortune, and it operated until 1923 when it was dissolved. At the

height of its production the three Dixon brothers, Raylton, John, and Waynman,

were involved in running the company. In its 50 -year life the Cleveland Dockyard
built more t han 600 vessels, the first ship, the iron steamship Torrington,being

launched in 1874.

Raylton Dixon & Co earned a reputation for the construction of sound, large
cargo -liners and during the 1890s had contracts with all the major shipping
companies of the time. They also turned out refrigerated ships for the meat
industry.

There was arecord in the newspapers  of the launch of another larger vessel by
Sir Raylton Dixon & Co., the same week as Graceful but it was three times the
size of Graceful. Graceful was a small vessel for this yard and seems to have

been ordered about the 30 ™ March 1911 and launched on 21 st September 1911.

The cargos of the Graceful/'Somerset Coast  were frequently reported but since
they were usually general cargo | did not record them, even when the arrivals
were also not recorded.

The Government seemed to take some action in 1916 concerning the reporting of
ship movements si  nce the reports of the Somerset Coast arrivals ceased and
although the advertisements of the movements of the vessel continued. The
taking of photographs and sketching the coast of Cornwall and Devon required a
permit from this year. In April 1917 the adve  rtisement changed, the days the
vessels sailed was removed and also the vessels names. It only stated the

number of sailings per week for each route. It also carried into the reporting of
the collision in the newspapers when the Sound Fisher was only ident ified as
another steamer. It seems it took some time for the Government to realise
publishing the names of vessels, route and days assisted German U boats and

mine laying.

The Graceful / Somerset Coast was fitted with refrigeration machinery which
allowed it to carry the perishable cargo of hams and bacon.

The Sound Fisher survived the collision and continued in use until 1933 when she

was broken up at Glasgow. In 1917 itwa s owned by Fisher & co of Barrow who
included Fisher in all the vessel names and still do to the present day. Coast
Lines also changed the ir vessels names to include Coast.

The project has answered most of my questions, the information held by
ancestry would complete it. The circumstances of the collision are not reported

The only previous research concerning the Somerset Coast is the Coflein entry :
wreckeu also have brief details including the owners and builders, and Tees built
ships catalogue her building, owners and loss.

The story of the Graceful / Somerset Coast is short and simply , that she sailed
between Liverpool and Bristol on a regular schedule with the same master with

few difficulties. The collision leading to her loss is unreported, so there is nothing

further to publish.

Pill & Kingroad - Pill pilots competed fiercely but fairly among themselves to
secure the right to direct a ship through the hazardous waters of the Bristol

Channel. Their experience was essentia | to providing the safe passage of
incoming (and outgoing) vessels through the Channel with its large tidal range of

46 feet, strong currents, and shifting sand banks. Crewed by a pilot, a boatman
(known as a western  man or westward man) and an apprentice (boy), sailing
cutters, built for speed, sought inward bound vessels. Each cutter (skiff) was

marked with a number allocated by the Haven Master. The first cutter to hail a

ship secured the right of pilotage and could guide the vessel to stretch es of the
river where ships could anchor, at King Road, at the mouth of the Avon, or a little
further up river at Hung Road, Pill.

Salisbury Dock is a dock on the River Mersey, England, and part of the Port of
Liverpool. It is situated in the northern dock system in Vauxhall and is connected
to Nelson Dock to the north

South Stack is an island situated just off Holy Island on the northwest coast of
Anglesey, Wales. South Stack Lighthouse, which was completed in 1809, is sited
41 m (135 ft) above the sea on South Stack. Its lamp tower is 28 m (92 ft) -tall

and the lighthouse complex covers seven acres (2.8 ha). There are over 390
stone steps and 10  metal steps down to the footbridge.

Liverpool was once the world's second and the UK's largest seaport. The City was

also a major manufacturing hub and thrived with the industrial revolution. When
Liverpool was at its height as a shippin g port the docks were chronically

congested and by the turn of the twentieth century a solution had to be found.

An elevated metro system was forwarded as an efficient way to move workers

about the docks while leaving traffic along Dock Road relatively uni mpeded. Plans
were drawn up using New York's pioneering elevated trains as an inspiration. The

new system, the Liverpool Overhead Railway (LOR) would introduce several

innovations not found at the time on New York's Els.

The LOR would be electrified from t he onset, making it the first electrified

elevated metro (ahead of Chicago) and it would also feature a pioneering

automatic signalling system. New York's and Chicago's elevated networks have

track beds where debris and other material can fall from passing trains, this was
deemed unacceptable with the expensive cargo and number of workers passing

beneath the line, therefore the track bed was made waterproof. This waterproof
character gave the system the nickname, the Docker's Umbrella, since it

provided she lter when it rained for the many dock workers (Dockers as they were
nicknamed).

The LOR opened in 1893 making it the world's fourth oldest metro behind
London's Underground, New York's El and Chicago's L. This system served
primarily the dock estate and on ly ventured away from the docks at its two
extremities. The southern extremity also featured a tunnelled portion including
the lines southern terminus, Dingle, which was its only underground station. To
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the north the system connected to the Lancashire & Yo rkshire Railway, which had
been electrified with a third rail system in order to allow reciprocal operation
between the two lines, though this was relatively short lived.

The line was extended three times after the original segment opened in 1893.
Addition ally several stations also opened and closed during the lines history. The
line at its height measured 7 miles (11.4 km) in length and included 17 stations.

The railway originally ran two -car trains, later three  -car trains were ran though
some two -car trai ns were also operated. Finally, all trains were standardized to
contain three cars and this was continued until the line was closed. By 1918 the

line had ordered all the rolling stock it ever would, but by W.W.II the trains were
getting old. Since the line did not have money to buy new stock they completely
overhauled some train sets making them seem as if they were brand new. These
overhauls taxed the finances of the cashed strapped company and the decline of
industry and shipping in Liverpool with the war 's end only exasperated the
situation.

By the 1950s the deteriorating line required the entire track bed to be replaced
which would have cost millions of pounds, a sum the company could not possibly

afford. Despite some attempts by local politicians the LO R could not be saved and
on December 30, 1956 the line closed. It was not immediately torn down in the

hope that something could be done to save the line, but finally in September of

1957 demolition began.
