The Awww Research Projecto is about, discov
ships, onthe MADU data base of wrecks of North Wales, the circumstances of
their loss, details of the owners and crew, the cargo carried and their history.

The Volunteer was built in 1865 in Ardrossan, Scotland by Barclay and Shearer
for Deakins & Co., of Runcorn but w as partly owned in Ardrossan by ship agent
Duncan Stewart. The master Thomas Deakin was part owner , with his son
Thomas becoming the mate in 1868 and another son Richard an able seaman.

The Volunteer made voyages to Spain, Portugal and South America and the mate
Thomas Deakin junior was arrested for smuggling in 1870 . The elder Deakin was
fined for employing  him as a mate wh ile uncertificated. The Volunteer ran

aground several times, exp loded and required repairs for leaks in its short
lifetime .

The Volunteer was on passage from Ardrossan to Newport with pig iron when she
was in collision with the screw steamer Demetrius about 10 miles from Cardigan
Bay light ship. The Volunteer immediate ly started to take water and sank in
minutes. The master Thomas Deakin went down with the vessel and the

remaining crew were landed at Liverpool by the Demetrius.

After the completion of the launch several ladies and

gentlemen assembled in the o ffice of the firm, and pledged hearty bumper to the

successof iThe Vol unteer, 606 and the enterprising
builders. The Volunteer, of Runcorn, is every respect a fine vessel, and does

credit alike to her builders and to Ardrossan. She a beautiful model, strongly built

and tastefully finished, and is fitted up with the most recent improvements. She

measures 95Y% feetinlengt h; 23 feet in breadth; depth of hold 11 feet. Her

regi stered tonnage is 141 tons, carpentersbod
tons. The Volunteer is partly owned at Runcorn and partly at Ardrossan, is
classed 7 years Al at Lloyds, and will, we believe, a s soon as she is ready for sea,

placed in the foreign and coasting trade, and will commanded by Captain Thomas
Deakin of Runcorn, who is also a part owner. She is expected to arrive at
Runcorn the next spring  -tides.

THE LATE SMUGGLING CASE.

Fine of £ 100 imposed.
At a special sitting of the Justice of Peace Court this forenoon, Justices A. Adam
and Charles Grey presiding, Thomas Deakin, mate of the brigantine Volunteer,
which arrived in Greenock last week from Huelva, was char ged with attempting
to smuggle 25 % Ibs. tobacco, 11 Ibs cigars, 21 gills of brandy, 12 gills of Ean de
Cologne, and 12 Ibs. of  figs, whereby he had rendered himself liable to the
infliction of a penalty of £ 100.
Panel pled guilty, and Mr John Black, writer, who appeared for the Board of
Customs, moved for the infliction of the above penalty.

Mr Inglis, clerk, having read the clause of the Act of Parliament rel ating to the
penal ty,

Mr Allan Swan, writer, who appeared with panel, said that Deakin wa S very
young man, and had never been guilty of an offence against Her M aj esgs yo
revenue before. The figs and Eau de -Cologne were intended by him presents for

his sister s, while the tobacco and other articles were for distribution among his

friends. He had done very foolish thing, and was sorry for it. If were able, would

pay the penalty, but unfortunately, being member of large family of 10, and his
father being unable to pay the am ount, would be obliged to go to prison. It was

hard case, and he la id these fact s before their Honours that they might, if
possible, mitigate the punishment.

Mr Black st ated, advi sed by Mr Avery, collector of customs, that if the Justices
inflicted sentence of imprisonment for given period, the probability wa s that the
board might not mitigate that sentence, whereas if the Justices decreed that the

panel should be impriso  ned till the fine was paid, there was greater chance of his
being liberated ina  shorter period than be otherwise would.

Mr Avery said offender was seldom kept prison for more than six months, and

had know n instances of their being liberated in three months. Justice Adam then
pronounced sentence o f £100, failing payment imprisonment till it wa S paid. It
was not in their power to mitigate the penalty in any way.

Justice Grey concurred, stating that did not believe the Board would act

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vindic tively or harshly,  but would liberate Deakin in re asonab le time. The court
then adjourn ed.

Foundering of a Brigantine. 0 Loss of AllHands. & Early on Tuesday morning the
brigantine Volunteer, 127 tons, Captain Dakin, arrived at the Tail of the Bank,

from Huelva, with a cargo of minerals, for Bowling. Captain Dakin reports that on
Saturday last, at 10.00 a.m., wh ile about twenty mile s south -east of the Smalls,
a heavy gale at the time prevailing from the south -east, with a fearful sea, a
brigantine, which was about half a mile astern of the Volunteer was suddenly

seen to founder with  all hands. The il |-fated' vess el at the time was under close
reefed topsail and foretopmast stays ail. No signal of distress had previously been
give n by the brigantine, and it is supposed that she must have shipped a heavy

sea, which may have burst her hatches, a nd, having filled the  vessel with water,
she had suddenly gone down before any preparation could be made. A large

schooner was near to the foundered vessel at the time of the disaster, but, owing

to the fearful character of the sea, no assistance, it is believed could be

render ed. The brigantine appeared to be British bu ilt. Captain Dakin further
reports that the weather experienced since leaving Huelva has been exceptionally
severe. For nine days the Volunteer had to lay -to. During that time she drifted

four degrees. For afew  hours the weather moderated, when sail was set upon
the vessel, and her course laid for land, but suddenly the gale burst out afresh,

and blew the sails out of the clews ere they could be secured. Captain Dakin says

he has never before experienced such a s uccession of severe gales froma |l
guarters during the thirty years he has been at sea.

The Volunteer sank about
two minutes after being struck. When | gained the deck the Deme trius there was
no one except our own Crew to be seen, and no ropes which assistance could be
rendered whilst the  Volunt eer remained afloat. My fathe r, T homas Deak in, the
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master of the  Volunteer, is mi  ssing. He attempted jump from the top the galley
to the bobstay of the Demetrius, but not being able to do so remained on the
galley until the vessel sunk.

Barclay and Shearer, Shipbuilder Ardrossan

Peter Barclay was originally a Blacksmith (in partnership with his father) in the

ship yard at Saltcoates. The partnership was dissolved in 1830 and Peter

embarked on his ship building career. In 186 7 Peter Barclay dissolved a
partnership with Charles Shearer. The two had been operating a shipbuilding firm

under the name "Barclay and Shearer." Peter Barclay continued to build but the

firm became Peter Barclay & Son. His son Hugh would have attained th e age of
21 in 1867. Peter Barclay had 9 children, 8 girls and one boy.

Peter Barclay died in 1867 and his son took over the firm. One of Peter's

daughters, Mary Barclay, married James Robertson, a marine engineer, described
as Peter Barclay's "manager and assistant.” Robertson invested heavily in Peter
Barclay's firm and at some point it was operating as "Barclay and Robertson."

This may have been after Peter's death. Robertson subsequently lost a great deal

of money when Barclay & Sons went bankrupt.

The firm, trading under the name of Barclay, Robert son & Co went bankrupt in
1877. They could not compete with the larger yards in Ardrossan and on the
Clyde.
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It is a sad ending: Hugh Barclay lost everything. He died a pauper in the Glasgow
workhouse.

Mr Chas Shearer, for

many years famed for his ability as a modeller, has, it is admitted, exceeded any
former effort, in the finely proportioned lines he has given to this, his first ship as

a Master Builder. The Ellen Ball is a Clipper Schooner, built with an elliptical

stern, and it is anticipated, will be a very fast sailer. The measurements are as
follows: --length, 92 Y4 feet; breadth, 22 %% feet; depth, 11 % feet; registered
tonnage, 132 tons; burthen, 230 tons. She is classed 7 years A 1 at Lloyds, and is

owned by Messrs Blackburn and Co., Fleetwood.

IN MEMORIAM

MR PETER BARCLAY, SHIPBUILDER.
IN our obituary column this week is recorded the name of Mr P. Barclay,
shipbuilder, who died, after a few days' illness, on Tuesday morning last. Apart
from being a large employer of labour, the late Mr Barcla y, in a business way,
was one of the few connected with the harbour from its earliest times. He was a
blacksmith to trade, and we are assured as a workman he had few rivals.
Plodding and enterprising, to the blacksmith trade, in his latter years, he added
the engineering and the shipbuilding. In connection with the last department, to
supply the want of a graving dock and patent slip, he built a floating dock, and,
besides repairs, within these few years he built quite a little fleet of coasting
schooners, models of neat and substantial build. He was a member of the United
Presbyterian Church, and both in a church and business capacity he will be much
missed. His funeral took place on Thursday, and the large attendance was
indicative of the esteem in which h e was held by the community.

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7.0 Analysis

The partnership between Peter Barclay & Charles  Shearer, ship builders, timber
merchants, smiths and engineers only lasted three years until 1867 but the ship
building was continued by Peter Barclay and after his death the same year by his

son. They built iron and steam vessels as well as traditional wo oden sailing
vessels.

The gasses from coal loaded on Volunteer exploded in Swansea docks in July

1866 badly burning two of the crew who probably struck a match to light a pipe

or cigarette. This was a common problem as the seamen took no precautions to

avoid explosions and col |l ierybés in the 186006s often
probably the damage repairs recorded in LR for 1866.

In February 1869 Volunteer went aground on Helwick Bank, in the Bristol
Channel and returned for repairs at Swansea. The n ew keel required is shown in
LR as fitted 1869 and some repairs

The application for a masters certificate by Thomas Deakin in Appendix E shows
his career in the merchant Navy until he joined Volunteer.

The volunteer made some long voyages for a vessel of its size to Rio Janeiro from
the Spanish Mediterranean and thento Bahiain Brazil, South America . The
outward cargo is unknown, but Tarragona only exported red wine and Liquorice,

she returned with Sugar.

The mate of the Volunteer, Thomas Deakin Junior was arrested for smuggling in
November 1870 and fined £100 , a substantial sum when he probably earned £5 a
month. He was sentenced to imprisonme nt until the fine was pa  id and pleaded
that he was unable to pay. He was however back on the Volunteer when she

sank after the collision with the Demetrius in February 1871 as he made a

deposition concerning the loss and the death of his father. The amount he was
smuggling appears beyond the finances of an ordinary seaman and its possible

he admitted the charge to shield his father, the master. The method of

personal property, this is a general area of the ship. The explanation given that it
was all for presents for friend and family, appears very generous.

A notice was published after the loss of the Volunteer and the death of Thomas
Deakin that he had been fined £5 and over £6 costs for employing an unlicensed

mate on the vessel , which was his son Thomas. It seems to have been as a result

of the son being arrested for smuggling on their return from Huelva . An overseas
voyage at this time required a mate who held a certificate  either as a result of
experience or passing the examinations. It seems Thomas Deakin ignored this
requirement on the number of overseas voyages in the same year , Thomas
Deakin junior had been the mate since James Dow was discharged in

Middlesbrough in 1868 , he was the holder of a mates certificate. The prosecution
may have been result of the authorities not believing Thomas junior was the

person smuggling but his father.

The loss of the Volunteer after a collision where a steamer struck her abaft the

main rigging and the master was drowned was not investigated by the board of

trade. The body of the master was not found so no inquest was held. | found no
record of a court hearing for damages or any details if the vessel was insured.

The Demetrius was a screw steamer of 527 tons and 180 feet in length, so much

larger than the Volunteer.

The LR entries continued for some years after the loss of the Volunteer, even
aft er its classification had expired.

James Dow , mate of the Volunteer until 1868 obtained his mates certificate in
1865 and his masters certificate in 1869, see Appendix J , it lists Volunteer as
some of his experience as mate.

The BNA produced almost allt  he records of the voyages and mishaps affecting
the Volunteer. The Ancestry records supplied details of masters and mates
certificates for James Deakin and James Dow. It also supplied census records

relating to James Deakin and Duncan Stewart. Census recor ds for seamen are
difficult since they are often at sea and although efforts were made to include

them, it does not appear successful.
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8.0 Conclusions & Recommendations

| have been learning how to search census records and other records  which can
be made more difficult if knowledge of the local area is missing. Thomas De akin
gave his place of birth as Nantwich but it is recorded on official documents as

Witton which is part of Nantwich.

The research has answered almost all my original questions, the wreck site for

the Volunteer is unknown with only a vague location. The crew are listed in the
transcribed crew lists at Cheshire Archives but without some more details

concerning family or sh  ore based address, they are not identifiable.

The Volunteer has been interesting to research for its short career of less than 6
years, travelling to South America from the Spanish Mediterranean was a

surprise, and it was aground or leaky more than once in that time. It became
almost a family sailed vessel with the master, mate and an able seaman from the
Deakin family . It however is a short story with little additional information

available to produce any further publications.
